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The manner iri which the service of the Evangelical Church is
conducted not only distinguishes it from other Churches, but has
at the same time a far-reaching, unconscious and continuous influ-
ence upon the essential elements of belief .in the hearts of the wor-
shipers. The great truths and historic facts of Christianity may
be expressed in statements of doctrine; but unless they come to
expression also in the common exercises of devotion, they are
almost certain to be lost to the living consciousness of the Church.
It is true that the language of devotion is different from the lan-
guage of definition. It is simpler, warmer, less intellectual and more
emotional. It falls naturally into an utterance reflecting the deep
cnrrents of experience, and moves nnder the impulses of the quick-
ened heart. But the facts which enter into this experience, and
the truths which quicken the heart to penitence, prayer and praise,
are none other than those which enter into the fabric of the faith,
Devotion, in order to be helpful and sincere, must translate the ele-
ments of our belief into the language of confession and petition,
adoration and thanksgiving, consecration, intercession and bene-
diction, joyful praise and solemn sacrament.

May this book go out and be the friend and companion of the
Pastor in conducting the service, and may it help to achieve the
true end of Evangelical worship, which is that all people should join
in the sen'ice of God as He is revealed in Jesus Christ.

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The German Evangelical Synod of North America, as a part
of the Evangelical Church, defines the term ..Evangelical
Church" as denoting that branch of the Christian Church which
acknowledges the lloly Scriptures of the Old and New Testament
as the Word of God, the sole and infallible guide of faith and
life, and accepts the interpretation of the Holy Scriptures as
given in the symbolic books of the Lutheran and the Reformed
Church, the most important being: The Augsburg Confession,
Luther's and the Heidelberg Catechisms, in so far as they agree;
but where they disagree the German Evangelical Synod of North
America adheres strictly to the passages of Holy Scriptures bear-
ing on the subject, and avails itself of the liberty of conscience
prevailing in the Evangelical Church.

(See "Hand-Book" Page 5,1, Paragraph 141)

The object of the Synod, as stated in Paragraph 3 of
the Constitution, is as follows:

The object of the German Evangelical Synod of North
America is, in general, the advancement and extension of the
kingdom of God; in particular, the establishment and expansion
of the Evangelical Church, principally among the people of Ger-
man descent in the United States of North America.

The means to this end are enumerated in Paragraph 4
of the Constitution, which reads:

The object of the Synod is attained by providing for the
faithful and wise administration of the evangelical ministry; the
education of evangelical ministers and teachers; the endeavor to
bring about real evangelical development of its congregations;
the Christian nurture of the rising generation, and the promotion
of charitable institutions.

As a member of the Synod your congregation is
pledged to the following, as stated in the By-Laws, Para-
graphs 19 and 20:

To further the cause of the Synod; to send a delegate to
synodical meetings; to comply with instructions; to give, when
requested, account of doctrine and conduct; to submit to just dis-
cipline; to contribute the obligator5' offerings; to support the
benevolent rvork of the Synod, to introduce the synodical books
and periodicals, and to refrain from questionable methods in se-
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curing money for the church. Likewise you are pledged to have
as your pastors only such as are members of the Synod or have
been recommended by the Synod.

The privileges accorded to you as a member of the
Synod are also contained in the By-Laws, Paragraph 21,
and are as follows:

To be represented at synodical meetings by an official dele-
gate having voice and vote, to be elective to office, comtnittees
and special work through a representative appointed by the con-
gregation, and to have the right to be supplied with a pastor of
the Synod when the pulpit is vacant.

With this your congregation retains its identity and
full possession and control of its property, and remains
self-governing. Paragraph 23 of the By-Laws states em-
phatically that the Synod will take action in such local
affairs as do not pertain to doctrine and conduct only when
an appeal is made by the congregation itself.

Thus you become a member of a larger body of na-
tional and world-wide importance. As a part, you repre-
sent the whole in this community. May your congrega-
tional life, policy and achievement be worthy of your calling
as a church of which Jesus Christ is the foundation and
the head. Be our brethren in the work of the Church and
co-laborers with Christ. Share our heritage, our joys and
successes, our sorrows and our tasks. Let us bear one
another's burdens. Be zealous with us for the glory of our
God and the redemption of mankind.

CHRISTMAS DAY, which always occurs on the 25th day of December,

determines the ADVENT SEASON, the four Sundays preceding Christmas
Day being known as the ADVENT SUNDAYS.

EPIPHANY (The festival of), which occurs on the 6th day of Janu-
ary, inaugurates the EPIPHANY SEASON, with from three to six Sundays
following, and lasting until the Pre-Lenten Season.

The PRE-LENTEN SEASON is composed of the three Sundays:
Septuagesima Sunday, nine weeks before Easter,
Sexagesima Sunday, eight weeks before Easter,
Quinquagesima Sunday, seven weeks before Easter.

The LENTEN SEASON begins with ASH WEDNESDAY, beins the
Wednesday after Quinquagesima Sunday, or forty-six days before Easter.

PALM SUNDAY, or the beginning of Passion Week, is the Sunday be-
fore Easter-

GOOD tr'RIDAY is the Friday before Easter.

The festival of EASTER is observed on the first Sunday after the
Full Moon which occurs on or next after the 21st day of March. Should
this l'uli Moon occur on a Sunday, the festival of Easter u-ill be the follow-
ing Sunday.

ASCENSION DAY is the fortieth day after Easter.

The festival of PENTECOST is seven weeks after Easter.

TRINITY SUNDAY is the Sunday after Pentecost and is follo'rved
by from 22-27 Sundays, known as the Sundays after Trinity, or TRINITY
SEASON, the number during any given year being determined by the dates
of Easter Sunday and the first Sunday in Advent.

REFORMATION DAY is the Sunday nearest the 31st day of October.

MEMORIAL SUNDAY is the last of the Sundays after Trinity and
immediately precedes the first Sunday in Advent.

The Nationat THANKSGIVING DAY is always designated by the
President of the United States and is usually observed on the last Thursday
rn the month of November.
